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There is much evidence that there were settle-
ments in the Bourne area starting during the Iron

Age around 500BC, and further evidence of Neolith-
ic settlements in Lincolnshire many centuries before
that, around 2000BC. Finds in the parish area have
indicated Roman settlements from around 43AD on-
wards, and many Roman items have been found.
Bourne in those days was spelt Brunne, this is
thought to be formed from the Roman ‘Burna’ mean-
ing ‘spring’, as it is likely that early settlements here
relied on the springs that emanated at the Wellhead
in St Peters Pool, which would have provided a plen-
tiful supply of water. Over later years the town’s
name became Bourn, however in 1893, the name
was changed again, by the addition of the ‘e’, to be-
come Bourne as we now know it, this was made
necessary by the start of rail and post services, to
prevent confusion with Bourn in Cambridgeshire.
The Bourne that we are familiar with now, contains

many historic buildings, dating from the 12th centu-
ry, with many town centre buildings having been
built in the 1600’s. The map above was produced in
1825, and shows early street names you will not rec-
ognise now, and the population at that time was just
2,300. Life in the 19th Century was very different to
today, below you can see Stevenson’s butchers in
West Street at around 1875, that archway still exists
and can be recognised today.
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Nestling in the centre of South Lincolnshire in be-
tween the towns of Stamford and Spalding, with

Grantham to the North, and Peterborough to the
South, our town survives much as it did in the last cen-
tury. We have more people and more houses, but our
town centre continues much as it has for the past 50
years. Many of our town shops have been in place for
many years and we have a good selection of small
shops, this is one town the major chains forgot. In our
market square
the Town Hall,
built in 1821,
dominates the
crossroads, over-
seeing the junc-
tion of our four
main streets,
North St, South
St., West St. ..
and Abbey
Road(why could
it not be called East St.!)  Next door to the town hall

we have
the Burgh-
ley Inn,
previously
called the
Bull Inn,
famous for
it’s con-
nection
with Lord
Burghley.
Almost op-
posite the

Burghley Inn, we have the Angel Hotel, a 19th century
Coaching Inn, still complete with cobbled coaching
entrance and the Ostler’s Bell. Bourne has been a
market town for
many years, origi-
nally the market
was held in the
street, before be-
ing moved to it’s
new location at the
Corn Exchange,
Until the late 70’s,
local auctioneers
traded in front of
the Town Hall on Thursdays and Saturdays, and the
market was a vibrant place to be.
Next time you walk past the Angel Hotel, imagine the
‘Tally Ho’  stagecoach, which ran between London
and York, entering the front archway each day, and
running on the very flagstones and cobbles you walk
on today. Mail coaches also stopped there until the
late 1800’s
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Bourne Preservation Society was formed in March
of 2008 with  it’s primary aim being to restore and

re-open the beautiful Victorian Gothic cemetery chapel
which nes-
tles peace-
fully at the
entrance to
Bourne cem-
etery. The
building was
opened in
1855 and
remains in
original con-
dition, the
only addition
being the installation of electricity. Recently inspected

by well respected ecclesias-
tical surveyors, The Morton
Partnership, of London,
Managing Director Mr Ed.
Morton declared the build-
ing in good structural con-
dition, with only the roof in
need of major repair. In the
days of 1854 when the
chapel was designed,
Bourne was very enterpris-
ing, being one of the first in
England to commission a

new chapel following the establishment of cemeteries
by the Burial Act of 1854, and our chapel was one of
the first opened. It is believed that it is the oldest of it’s

design, and one of on-
ly 5 remaining. It is a
Grade II listed building.
The interior features of
the South chapel can
be seen in the pictures
here. This building is
part of the heritage of
Bourne, help us to re-
store and re-open it,
by joining the Society,

or making a donation to the project. If you have skills
you could bring to
the project we
would be very hap-
py to talk with you.
